Product Details (Deadline: August 31)

1. Provide a product category. The Congreenience Store will be exclusively available to exhibitors that have sustainable products and services in the areas of, but not limited to: technology, petroleum services and equipment, food equipment and facility development and store operations.
2. Provide product/service name and company name as you wish them to appear on any printed materials or signage.
3. Provide a short description of product and sales contact information (name, phone, email, address, URL) that will be given to retailers on their scanning reports on-site for reference.
4. Provide onsite contact information: name, e-mail, and mobile phone of the person who will be working with the Preview Room at the tradeshow.
5. Include electrical needs (# of outlets and wattage). 
6. Identify square footage of equipment/merchandise display footprint. 
Product Delivery (Deadline: October 2)

1. NACS will supply specific instructions for delivery of product to the Congreenience Store in August. Please do not send products to NACS.
2. All product must be shipped to arrive at the Freeman warehouse by October 2. We ask for advanced delivery to the Freeman warehouse to ensure receipt by set up time (October 2-4).
3. To ensure proper placement, please include copy of submission form or confirmation in your shipment, with any additional display instructions.
4. If your product is small (i.e. recycled napkins, individual bottles of cleaning supplies, etc.), please send multiple samples to fill a display.
5. Delivery of equipment and larger items that require labor must be arranged by the exhibitor according to NACS Show rules.
Product Placement Procedures

1. NACS staff will be setting all product displays. You will be able to review your display during a special preview time on Saturday, October 4 between 4 and 8 p.m. Displays cannot be changed once the Congreenience Store opens to retailers on Sunday, October 5.
2. There is no sampling of product in the Congreenience Store. These are displays only. Equipment that dispenses product should only be in display mode.
3. Sound is prohibited within the room on all equipment and presentations.
4. Display cases/areas will be organized in the following categories: technology, petroleum services and equipment, food equipment and facility development and store operations. Space is limited and is assigned on a first come, first assigned basis. We cannot guarantee specific locations for your product within these categories due to many factors such as receipt of product, nature of product, size of product and number of products submitted.
5. The earlier product samples are received, the better chance for correct/desirable placement.
6. Placement of equipment and larger items will be handled on a case-by-case basis.
