SIGMED; OR AM ORDER FOR LABOR, SERVICES AMIVOR RENTAL EQUIPMENT IS PLACED BY EXHIBITOR OR WORK IS PERFORMED OM BEHALF OF EXHIBITOR BY LABOR SE-
CURED THROLUGH FREEMAR.

DEFINITIONS

For purposes of this Contract, "Freeman” rreans Freerman Decorating Services, Inc. ('FDS1Y,  Freeman Decorating Ltd. Freerman Audioisual Solutions, Inc., and their respective ermployees,
directors, officers, agents, assigns, affilisted cormpanies, and related entties. The tenn "Exhibitar reans the Exhibitor, s errployees, agents, representatives, and any Exhibitor Appointed Corne
tractors ("EACT.

PAYMENT TERMS

Full payrrent, including amy applicable tax, is due at the time the order is placed. Purchase orders are not considered payment. Al payrments must be in ULS. funds and all checks must be drawn
on a LS. bank Orders received without advance payrment or after the deadline date will incur additional After Deadline charges as indicated on each order form. All materials and equiprment are
on & rental basis for the duration of the show ar event and remainthe property of Freerman except where specifically identified as a sale. All equiprment rentals are based on Show Rates and apply
onby to Show Days. Rental prices on Audio Visual equiprrent (including computers) do not include labor, delivery, electrical serices or rermoyval of the equiprnent frormthe booth. Exhibitor agrees
to use all rental equipment with reasonable care to prevent excessivewear and tear andfor darrage to Freerman's property. Exhibitor will notify Freeman iromediately of any damage to rental
equipment and agrees to be billed for any darrage o, or loss of, rental equiprrent rented to Exhibitor. In case of cancellation of any labor orders by Exhibitor, & one-hour "per person, per hour”
charge will be applied for all labor and equipmenrt orders that are not canceled inwriting at least 24 hours prior to the scheduled start tirne. If Prestige Carpet, CustormCut Carpet, Modular Rental
Exhibits, Audio Visual andfor Computer Equiprent and ary other custorn-order terns or services have already been provided at the time of cancellation, fees will rerrain at 100% of the original
charge. Ifthe Show or Event is canceled because of reasons beyond Freeman's contral, Exhibitor rermains responsible for all charges for services and equiprment provided upto and including the
date of cancellation. Freermmanwill not issue refunds to Exhibitor of any payments made before the date of cancellation. 1t is E<hibitor's responsibility to advise the Freerman Serice Center Repre-
sentative of problems with any orders, and to check the Exhibitor's invoice for accuracy prior to the close of the Show or Event. T Exhibitor is exemnpt from payrrent of sales tax, Freernan requires
an exerpption cerificate for the State in which the services are to be used. Resale cedificates are not valid unless Exhibitor is rebilling these charges to its cugorners. For International Exhibitors,
Freerman requires 100% prepayrment of advance orders, and any arder or sewices placed at show site must be paid at the showe For all others, should there be amy preapproved unpaid balance
after the close of the show terimns will be net, due and payable in Dallas, Texas upon receipt of invoice. Effective 30 day s after invoice date, any unpaid balance will bear a FINAMCE CHARGE at
the lesser of the maximum rate allowed by applicable law;, or 1.9% per month, which is an ANMNUAL PERCEMTAGE RATE of 18%, and future orderswill be ona pre-paid basis anly. IF any Ti-
nance charge hereunder exceeds the maximurm rate alloveed by applicable law, the finance charge shall autormatically be reduced to the maximnum rate allcwed, and any excess finance charge
received ty Freeman shall be either applied to reduce the principal unpaid balance or refunded to the payer. If past due invoices or invoice balances are placed with a collection agency or attor-
ney for collection or suit, Exhibitor agreesto pay all legal and collection costs. THESE PAYMEMNT TERMS AMD COMDITIONS SHALL BE GOVERMED BY AMD CONMSTRLUED IMACCOR-
DAMCE WITHTHE LAWS OF THE STATE OF TEXAS. Inthe event of any dispute between the Exhibitor and Freeman relative to any loss, darage, or claim, such Exhibitor shall not be entitled
to and shall not withhold payrment, or amy partial payrent, dueto Freeman for its services, as an offset against the amount of any alleged loss or darmage. Freerman reserves the right to charge
Exhibitor for the diference between the Exhibitor's estirmate of charges and the actual charges incurred by Exhibitor, or for any charges that Freeman may be obligsted to pay on behalf of Exhiti-
tar, including without liritation, any shipping charges. If Exhibitor provides a credit card for payment and charges are rejected by the Exhibitor's credt card company for any reason, Freeman
hereby provides notice that it reserves the right, and Exhibitor authorizes Freerman, to continue to atternpt to secure payment through that credit card for as long as unpaid balances remain on the
Exhibitor's account. Echibitor hereby grants alien on its property in Freeman's possession to the extent of any outstanding obligations ovwed to Freeman by Exhibitor.

LABOR UNDER SUPERWSION OF EXHIBITOR : Exhibitor shall be responsible for the performance of labor provided under this section. 1tisthe responsibility of Exhibitor to supervise labor
securedthrough Freemmanin & reasonable manner as to prevent bodily injury andfor property darmage and also to direct thern 1o work ina manner that is in compliance with Freeman's Safie Waork
Rules andfor Federal, State, County and Local ordinances, riles andor regulations, including but nat lirmited to Show or Facility Managerment rules andfor regulations, It is the responsibility of
Exhibitar to check in with the Service Desk to pick up labor, andtoreturn tothe Service Desk to releass laborwhen the work is completed. INDEMMIFICATION: Exhibitor agrees to indernify,
hold harmless, and defend Freems=n from and against any and all demands, clairms, causes of action, fines, penalties, damages, lisbilities, judgrrents, and expenses (including but not limited to
reasonable attorneys' fees and investigation costs) arising out of weark performned by labor provided by Freerman but supervised by Exhibitor. Further, the Exhibitor's indemnification of Freeman
includes any and all violations of Federal, State, County or Local ordinances, " Show Regulations and/or Rules" as published andfor set forth by Facility or Show M anagerment, andior directing
labor provided by Freerman towaork in & ranner that violates any of the above rules, regulations, andfor ordinances..



EXHIBITOR BOOTH SET-UP / DISMANTLE INFORMATION

There are two options available to exhibitors to have their displays set-up and taken down at McCormick Place.
Exhibitors can either set-up / dismantle their display with their own employees, or the exhibitor can hire union
labor. The guidelines for both options are detailed below. If you have any questions, please contact Freeman.

(1) Consistent with safety and the skills and training necessary to perform the task, as determined by the Authority,
an exhibitor and exhibitor employees (“ Exhibitor employee” means any person who has been employed by the
exhibitor as a full-time employee for a minimum of 6 months before the show’s opening date) are permitted in a
booth of any size with the use of the exhibitor’s ladders and hand tools to:

(i) Set-up and dismantle exhibits displayed on Authority premises;

(i) Assemble and disassemble materials, machinery, or equipment on Authority premises; and

(iii) Install all signs, graphics, props, balloons, other decorative items, and the exhibitor’'s own drapery, including

the skirting of exhibitor tables, on the Authority’s premises.

(2) An exhibitor and exhibitor employees are permitted in a booth of any size to deliver, set-up, plug in, interconnect,
and operate an exhibitor’s electrical equipment, computers, audio-visual devices, and other equipment.

(3) An exhibitor and exhibitor employees are permitted in a booth of any size to skid, position, and re-skid all
exhibitor material, machinery, and equipment on Authority premises.

Please note: (4) An exhibitor and exhibitor employees are prohibited at any time from using
scooters, forklifts, pallet jacks, condors, scissor lifts, motorized dollies, or similar motorized or
hydraulic equipment on Authority premises.

UNION JURISDICTIONS AT McCORMICK PLACE

Should you choose to utilize a contractor for your labor, the following guidelines apply at McCormick Place.
(see McCormick Place forms for jurisdictions pertaining to services provided by McCormick Place):

McCormick Place is a union building, and jurisdictions are clearly established.

Above all, there should be no need for disputes. If there is a disagreement, contact your Floor Manager. They
will contact the appropriate contractor, who will take up the matter with the appropriate union official. There
are established procedures for settling disagreements and using them will prevent problems.

RIGGERS
Responsible for uncrating, unskidding, positioning and reskidding of all machinery.

TEAMSTERS
Responsible for the handling of all material (except machinery) in and out of the exhibit hall.

DISPLAY LABOR (Unified Labor Force Combining Carpenters and Decorators)

Responsible for uncrating of exhibits and display materials; installing and dismantling exhibits, including cabinets,
fixtures, shelving units, furniture; laying of floor tile and carpets; hanging and installation of non-electric signs; recrating
of exhibits and machinery; installing and dismantling scaffolding, bleachers and ganging of chairs; installing of all drape,
cloth and/or tacked fabric panels; and velcro signs.

HANGING SIGNS
Depending on the type of hanging sign, it will be assembled & installed by decorators or electricians. See Freeman
hanging sign form and/or McCormick Place forms for jurisdictions.

CLEANING/PORTER SERVICE
Freeman is the exclusive cleaning contractor. No other cleaning services, including exhibitor appointed contractors
are allowed to perform these services.

SPECIAL NOTES: All labor is entitled to certain break times and lunch breaks.
Below is an approximate schedule:

Morning Breaks (approximately): 9:30a.m. to 9:45a.m.
Lunch Schedules (approximately): 12:00 Noon to 12:30 p.m.
Afternoon Breaks (approximately): 2:30 p.m. to 2:45p.m.

Hanging of signs, both electrical and non-electrical, is permitted in McCormick Place facilities with permission, under
the following conditions and limitations. These conditions have been reviewed and provide absolute limits which
cannot be exceeded under any conditions.

1. The top of the sign may not exceed the height limitation specific to your booth type and building. Please
refer to the General Information Bulletin to determine your height limitation.

2. All hanging signs must be sent to the Freeman warehouse, 2500 West 35th Street, Chicago, IL 60632, and
be received by TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 20, 2011.

3. The total weight limit of the sign or materials is not to exceed 1500 Ibs. The weight of signs or materials
is not to exceed 1000 Ibs. per hanging point.

4. All signs, regardless of size, should be constructed of lightweight metals and plastics to allow greater
flexibility and ease of installation.

5. The placement of all "hanging signs" shall be determined by McCormick Place and/or Freeman prior to
installation to insure minimum stress to the supporting framework.

6. No signs are to be hung from any electrical fixtures, raceways, any water, gas, air, fire protection piping,
supports or hangers.

7. All electrical and neon signs must conform to electrical codes of the City of Chicago.

8. All signs (not limited to electrical) and materials weighing more than 500 Ibs., that are to be attached or
hung from any structural member, will be hung by Freeman Electrical electricians, and will utilize a Freeman
Electrical electric hoist, operated by Freeman Electrical electricians.

9. McCormick Place management and/or Freeman are responsible for all hanging signs. Freeman will pre-
assemble all signs. No display house will be allowed to assemble any hanging sign. This pertains only to
assembly. Dismantling can be done by a display house.

10. Set-up instructions must be included with the Order Form and with sign crates.

11. Because of the structure of the ceiling, and the location of exhibits, in relation to support beams, your sign
may have to be moved from your original specifications.

12. McCormick Place reserves the right to refuse signs which do not meet safety specifications and to install
signs only with approved devices and cable, to ensure a safely hung sign.

13. Exhibitor personnel or your display house may supervise on your behalf. Exhibitors who do NOT provide
supervision (either company personnel or display house) agree to accept the charges for time, materials
and equipment as determined by Freeman and/or McCormick Place.

14. YOU ARE REQUIRED TO MAKE ALL ARRANGEMENTS PRIOR TO MOVE-OUT FOR THE OUTBOUND
DISMANTLING, PACKING AND SHIPPING OF YOUR HANGING SIGN. FREEMAN CANNOT BE HELD LIABLE
FOR DAMAGES OR MISPLACEMENT OF SIGN(S) SHOULD OUTBOUND DISMANTLING ARRANGMENTS
NOT BE MADE. ALL PERTINENT INFORMATION AND ARRANGEMENTS MUST BE GIVEN TO THE FREEMAN
SERVICE CENTER IN EACH FACILITY.
